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Applying for In-State Tuition  
Guide for Current and Incoming UConn Graduate Students

Active graduate students who can demonstrate Connecticut residency for at least one year prior to the first day of classes in each semester may be eligible for in-state tuition. This eligibility applies to students who initially enrolled at UConn with an out-of-state billing status. Applicants must submit appropriate documentation, including proof of Connecticut residency and a state-issued driver’s license.

Requests are reviewed by The Graduate School, and UConn SPP has no influence nor control over such determinations. For eligible students, pursuing in-state tuition may be practical – but students should carefully review all requirements and discuss with family and potentially impacted parties prior to formally submitting applications.

Upcoming Spring Semester - December 1
